Summary: Based on a beloved and often-filmed novel, this Czech satire is set in World War I and follows the bumbling soldier Schweik (Rudolf Hrusinsky) as his attempts to follow orders and impress his superiors invariably lead to catastrophe. Svejk is a subtle and clever character who deliberately pretends to be stupid, and uses this stupidity to mock authority, through his refusal to play the game of life by their rules.
